Canoe Derby Information 



 
Any person participating in the canoeing events must be certified as a swimmer according to BSA guide 
to safe scouting.  The group leader must sign to certify that he knows the participants have passed the 
swimmers test within the last 6 months.  The water in September will be too cold at Camp Pellissippi and 
there is no swimming area to certify in so all participants must be certified before they come.  Any group 
participating in this event must have at least one registered adult member trained in Safe Swim Defense 
and in Safety Afloat.  The adult must provide current wallet card or be verified in registration.  All 
participants must wear a PFD while on the water.  Anyone found not wearing a PFD while on the water 
will be disqualified and asked to vacate the water front area.  You will receive one warning and 
compliance must be immediate. 
 
Participant Classification: (choose one) 
 
Novice-never touched a paddle before or been in a canoe. 
Experienced-has canoed. 
 
Divisions: (Choose one) 
Youth  Adult  Youth and Adult 
 
We will have signup sheets at the Winter Lodge.  You may sign up as teams in the different participant 
and division classes stated.  Recognition and awards will be given to the following at the Campfire 
Saturday night: 
Fastest team time novice Youth  Combined Youth/Adult 
Fastest team time experienced Youth  Combined Youth/Adult    
And there may be other recognitions made and appropriate awards given for the categories recognized as 
we are able.  
 
We plan to have a couple of competitions after the races are over.  Signup sheets will be available at the 
lodge with the race signup sheets.  We hope to have a tug of war again and hopefully we can get to the 
competition to see how many people you can get in a canoe and it still float.
